Expectations, Rules, Consequences, and Procedures

1. Respect for yourself:

a. Protect yourself so you will remain safe. E.g. safety glasses, coveralls, gloves, ear protection, hygiene, appropriate clothing and footwear.

b. Follow the safety rules on all machines and tools.

c. The purpose for you in this class is to learn. This responsibility is primarily yours. Your teacher is a facilitator to guide you in this learning process.

d. Empower yourself to take charge of the learning process. No one can teach you anything that you do not want to learn. If you believe you can, you will!

2. Respect for your peers:

a. In this class/shop setting, we will respect your peer’s property. Vandalizism, theft, and abuse will not be tolerated.

b. We will respect our peer’s opinions. There will always be someone that will not agree with our point-of-view. If you believe your peers’ statements are incorrect, you may state your opposing view without verbally attacking the individual. Sometimes we have to agree to disagree.

c. We will respect the person of our peer. We all have the right to feel, and be safe, in this class. 
3. Respect for Authority:

a. I as a teacher will respect the things you say and do. So I only ask for your respect in return.
b. Disagreements will always arise, but through respectful communication, a compromise may be achieved.
c. I am responsible for the management and learning outcomes in this class/shop, so ultimately I will have final say, even if you disagree with the decision.

d. Do as you are asked to do by your teacher

e. Report to your teacher immediately upon entering late

4. Alcohol and Drugs:
a. ZERO Tolerance. If the student attends the shop or class activities under the influence of a controlled or illegal substance, this student may be permanently removed from the shop/class.
5. Class Procedures:

a. Attendance will always be in classroom, before any shop work.
6. Shop Procedures and Expectations:

a. Report ALL injuries to the teacher.
b. Report any machine that does not seem to be operating properly.
c. Proper footwear in shop is to be worn. Preferably no sandals, or any footwear whereas the toes are exposed. 
d. The shop environment can lead to fine filler dust getting onto your clothing. The wearing of coveralls/shop coats is recommended.

e. Cleaning up the work area/stall/hoist will start 5-10 minutes before the end of class. Assist in shop clean up. EVERYONE in the area is responsible for that area and put away tools & equipment when asked even if you weren't the ONLY one that used it
f. On Fridays the last 15 minutes will be dedicated to a holistic shop cleanup.
g. The last Friday of every month will be dedicated entirely to shop cleaning.
h. Only a teacher accesses tools from the toolroom. Return the assigned tools to the teacher, not to the tool room.
i. Always, always, always, use at least one safety stand when using a floor jack.
j. Always let the hoist arms down onto the safety locks before working on the vehicle.
k. If you are in over your head…STOP, ask for direction. There are no stupid questions, not one, only stupid mistakes from continuing and not seeking directions.
7. Shop Rules: (Follow the four general shop rules)

a. No food or drinks

b. No running, pushing, or throwing

c. Always ask before leaving the shop/class for any reason
d. Control language
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
