B. Engine Starting and Stopping. 

1. Remove the spark plug, and check for spark and compression as demonstrated by your teacher

2. Re-install the spark plug.  Do not over-tighten the spark plug, as this will strip the threads in the 

cylinder head.

3. Fill the crankcase with oil by pouring oil through a funnel into the oil port until it is full.  Once it 
is full it will show full on the dipstick, so pour slowly and carefully.  Clean up any spills.
4. Fill the gas tank until it is half full.
5. Connect the exhaust hose – have your partner hold the hose in place.

6. Pull the cord its full length quickly and sharply until the engine starts.

7. Stop the engine by grounding the spark plug to the cylinder head as demonstrated by your teacher.
